Regional Housing Service Office Has New Home

The Regional Housing Service Office (RHSO) which serves Acton, Bedford, Burlington, Concord,
Lexington, Sudbury, and Weston will be moving into the town’s newly acquired property on Knox
Trail. Along with the RHSO, the Concord Carlisle school transportation drivers will begin to move into
their new offices on the first floor of the same property. The Regional Housing Service helps with the
municipal functions of affordable housing by completing administration, project development, and
resident assistance among other services. Concord is the Lead Community for the RHSO and has 804
affordable housing units administered by RHSO.
