According to the weather station, three precipitation events which totaled to be 0.65”, 0.44”, and 0.80”
occurred.

OBSERVATIONS

PRIME preformed a site walk on January 15, 2018. No visible sediment washout was observed in resource areas
and erosion control is in good condition.
