ARTICLE 21.  
APPROPRIATE FUNDS FOR MUNICIPAL CAPITAL PROJECTS

Mr. Whelan Moves:

That the Town appropriate the sums of money specified in Article 21 for the respective projects set forth in the FY19 Debt Plan, as printed in the Warrant, said funds to be expended under the direction of the Town Manager; and that to meet this appropriation, the Town Treasurer with the approval of the Select Board is authorized to borrow $2,600,000 under the provisions of Chapter 44, Section 7 (1) of the Massachusetts General Laws, or any other enabling authority, and further that any premium received by the Town upon the sale of any bonds or notes approved by the vote, less any such premium applied to the payment of the costs of issuance of such bonds or notes, may be applied to the payment of costs approved by this vote in accordance with Chapter 44, Section 20 of the Massachusetts General Law, thereby reducing the amount authorized to be borrowed to pay such costs by a like amount.
