Open building permits beyond 180 days with no action (no work or inspections) will be considered abandoned and invalid per section 105.5 of 780 CMR, 9th edition of the Massachusetts State Building Code. A permit may be extended once for an additional 180 days if requested in writing.
· It is the responsibility of the property owner to ensure that all inspections, as indicated on the building permit card, are conducted. 
· For any incomplete inspections, a registered design professional shall be required to perform any missing inspections (at the owners’ expense) and supply an affidavit to the Building inspections division along with a $30.00 filing fee.

Open building permits with a building permit card reflecting only the final building inspection is missing may schedule the final inspection with the building inspector. The building inspector may then sign off as completed and closed if there are no code violations or corrections needed.
If there are violations or corrections needed, a new building permit may be required and the project may need to meet current code regulations. 

If a building permit card is lost for an open permit:

A duplicate card may be created with a fee of $30.00 if there have been no inspections.


A duplicate card may be created with a fee of $50.00 if there have been any inspections and research of records is needed.
