To determine whether the Town will vote to authorize the Select 
Board to acquire, by purchase, gift, eminent domain or otherwise, fee, easement 
or other property interests in, on, over, across, under and along all or any portion 
of the property located at 221 and 265 Balls’ Hill Road, shown on the Assessors 
Maps as parcel #’s 1376-1 and 1374-2, consisting of approximately 80 +/- acres,
