 MDOT has included construction funding of $6,230,000 
for Phase 2B in the FY2018 Congestion Mitigation and 
Air Quality program. 
 
100% Design plans must be completed by summer of 
2018 for advertising in September. 
 
State funding of $1.2 million was requested to fund the 
bridge design to 100%.  The funds were allocated but 
not for this project specifically.  Efforts are continuing to 
have the State funds designated for design of Phase 2B.  
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
