ARTICLE 53. Mr. Whelan moves: that the Town appropriate

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For years, Concord has managed parking demand with
traditional methods, including parking meters, time-limits, and
overtime enforcement. Where land was available, off-street
parking was constructed.... However, the neighborhoods
surrounding the commercial centers frequently bear the brunt
of parking demand peaks. Ultimately, Concord has been
playing a slowly-losing game with the automobile, one that
ironically only becomes more acute as Concord works to
become more walkable, bikeable, and transit-friendly.
