
HISTORIC DISTRICTS MAP AMENDMENT – MAIN STREET HISTORIC DISTRICT 

 

ARTICLE XX. To determine whether the Town will vote to extend the Main Street Historic District 

southward to add the property comprised of 9,033 square feet, more or less, and the building located upon 

it at 21 Thoreau Street, known as Assessor Parcel #0783, and to amend the map on file in the office of the 

Town Clerk entitled “Historic Districts, Town of Concord” accordingly, effective July 1, 2021, or to take 

any other action thereto. 

 

The current homeowner of 21 Thoreau Street has requested that his property be added to 
the Main Street Historic District. The house was constructed around 1862 on the property 
of 252 Main Street, and was moved in 1891 or 1892 to its current location.
