Subject: Transparency Concerns Ahead of IHRA Definition Vote
Dear Members of the Concord Select Board,

I am writing as a Concord resident regarding the upcoming vote on adoption of the IHRA
definition of antisemitism.

| want to make you aware that an organized advocacy message was circulated to Concord
residents by a national political advocacy organization that is not based in our community.
The message urged coordinated opposition to the IHRA definition and included template
language instructing individuals how to represent themselves when contacting you.
Regardless of one’s position on the definition itself, | believe it is important for the Select
Board to know that outside groups are actively mobilizing messaging into our local civic
process.

Antisemitism is a serious and deeply felt issue for many members of our community,
myself included. Conversations about how Concord defines and addresses antisemitism
deserve to be grounded in local voices, local relationships, and the lived experiences of
residents - not driven primarily by national advocacy campaigns with broader political
agendas.

My request is not about silencing disagreement. Rather, it is about transparency and
community integrity. | hope the Board will weigh local input carefully and remain attentive
to the difference between grassroots resident perspectives and coordinated external
advocacy efforts.

Thank you for your continued service to our town and for handling this sensitive issue with
care.

To the Town of Concord Select Board and Ms. Kerry Lafleur,

Concord-Carlisle Against Antisemitism (CCAA) submits this petition urging the Town of
Concord Select Board to demonstrate leadership by issuing a standalone statement that
acknowledges antisemitism and affirms a clear commitment to condemning and
combating its rise. As part of this statement, we encourage the Select Board to embrace
the International Holocaust Remembrance Alliance (IHRA) non-binding working
definition of antisemitism, a widely used framework referenced by governments and
institutions worldwide, including here in Massachusetts.

IHRA exists because confronting antisemitism requires a shared definition. Without one,
institutions are left unable to recognize patterns or respond consistently.

The following is the non-legally binding working definition of antisemitism:

“Antisemitism is a certain perception of Jews, which may be expressed as hatred
toward Jews. Rhetorical and physical manifestations of antisemitism are directed toward
Jewish or non-Jewish individuals and/or their property, toward Jewish community
institutions and religious facilities.”

Developed over many years by leading scholars and practitioners, IHRA is a
non-binding, practical framework now used by the United States (federally, and by many
states), the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, the European Union, hundreds of
universities and municipalities, and nearby towns including Sudbury, Westford, and
Acton. Importantly, IHRA does not create penalties or enforcement mechanisms.

IHRA functions as a shared reference point for identifying antisemitism, not as a speech
rule. While some critics mischaracterize IHRA as a tool to curtail free expression, this
view overlooks two realities: first, speech critical of Israel and of Jewish institutions
remains widespread in places that have embraced IHRA (e.g. most of the Western
democratic world); and second, the absence of a clear standard can itself chill speech,
particularly among students who may already feel that acknowledging their Jewish
identity requires unusual courage. You've heard direct testimony to that effect.

It is also worth noting that the Massachusetts Special Commission on Combating
Antisemitism described IHRA as “the most prominent” educational tool in its report last
year. That Commission was co-chaired by State Representative Simon Cataldo, who
represents a large share of Concord. Governor Maura Healey publicly commended the

report, calling it “a critical guide for educating our children, building a better
understanding of the Jewish experience, and making it clear that antisemitism has no
place in Massachusetts.” Demonstrating its bipartisan support, former Governor Baker
issued a proclamation in 2022 endorsing IHRA. Key leaders in the Massachusetts
Legislature also publicly endorsed and praised the report. Notably, Concord’s own DEI
Commission included the IHRA definition in an early draft of its recommended mission

changes.

Against this backdrop, it would be striking if Concord, particularly in the wake of the
events and revelations of the past year, and already in 2026, concluded that a widely
embraced framework, imperfect as any framework is, should not be used here. For
these reasons, CCAA and the undersigned respectfully urge the Select Board to
embrace the IHRA framework and provide the clarity and leadership this moment calls

for.

Concord Select Board and Natural Resource Commission Members,

| had intended to read the following at this evening’s Select Board meeting, but given time
constraints, that was not possible. | offer it here for your consideration.

My name is Don Parker, and | live at 43 Pond Street in West Concord, not adjacent to the
pond but close. The point that | want to emphasize with you today is that the trust that
citizens have in government significantly impacts the ability of policymakers to work
together and solve problems.

I was an interested observer of the pond task force, reading the documents, attending
meetings, and following the discussion. Although | preferred a particular option, | also
know that as a community we must trust the process and collectively support the
outcome.

However, the process caused a segment of our community to lose trust in the institutions
of their government. Specifically, the Natural Resource Department was not a neutral
arbiter of the process. They preferred a specific option, which | don’t find objectionable or
surprising, but the process felt biased in that direction. Although in the end, the outcome
was agreeable to everyone, the process was, at times, insulting to those who preferred an
option other than what the natural resource department wanted. They were described as
either naive, being easily misled by false narratives, self-interested, or blindly nostalgic and
unable to objectively evaluate the options.

Then we moved into implementation. In normal times, the Natural Resource Director being
involved in selecting new members of the Natural Resource Commission would not even
be noticed. In this environment of diminished trust, it created the perception that the deck
was being stacked with people aligned with the removal of the dam.

Now we are discussing membership of the group responsible for making the pond
management strategy work. The proposed membership includes two people who have
been against pond management and in favor of dam removal. | am sure they are good
people, but given the history of this project, itis unwise that they be Pond Management
Committee members.

| ask you to think about what happens if this committee eventually determines that pond
management is not working and another solution needs to be considered, perhaps dam
removal. A large part of our community will conclude that the process was undermined
from the start. The deterioration of trust that would be created would then be
unrecoverable.



| ask the select board and the NRC to decline this proposed slate of committee members,
instruct that a slate be recruited composed of people passionate about making the pond
management strategy successful. If that group comes back and says that management
isn’t working, the conclusion will have credibility with the community.

I am asking you to think about how important it is that constituents trust their government.
The slate of candidates you have in front of you will further erode trust in the Natural
Resource Department and, should you approve them, will undermine trustin the NRC and
the Select Board itself.

That is too high a price to pay for any transaction.
Thank you for your time and all that you do for our community.

There is clearly
work to be done, and we look forward to working with you, the DEl Commission, and all
others, in the spirit of allyship and community.
